Course Description

This course provides students with the opportunity to pursue in-depth study in the any of the language disciplines listed above, while at the same time completing a bachelors degree or double degree in other fields.

Course structure

This course requires students to complete a major (48 credit points) in their chosen language. 

Majors and other studies

For a full outline of the units that must be taken, see the ‘Areas of study’ section on the Arts faculty website at www.arts.monash.edu.au/current/coursework/study_areas/.
A discipline is an area of study, e.g. German.  A variety of disciplines are taught in each School.
A major is three years of study in a single discipline (eg, Spanish). For a major, students must complete at least 48 credit points including a first-year level sequence (12 credit points) AND EITHER 12 credit points of second-year level studies (normally two units) and 24 credit points of third-year level studies (normally four units) OR 18 credit points of second-year level studies (normally three units) and 18 credit points of third-year level studies (normally three units).

Credit

Credit up to the value of 24 credit points may be awarded towards the Diploma in Languages for previously completed studies in the same discipline at another tertiary institution. 

A maximum of 12 credit points may be awarded towards a Diploma from another Monash undergraduate course and have the 12 credit points count towards both awards.

Credit will not be given for academic work completed more than ten years prior to the commencement of the diploma.

Intermission (leave of absence)
Students enrolled in the Diploma in Languages may take an intermission from the course for a period of one year.
