	Helpful Definitions 

Discipline

A discipline is an area of study. For example, Anthropology, History or Politics, are all disciplines offered by the Faculty of Arts. A number of different disciplines are taught in each school. You can access more detailed information on Arts disciplines by visiting the Areas of Study section in the handbook or the  Schools & Centres section of the Arts website at: http://www.arts.monash.edu.au/about/schools-centres.php

Unit

A unit is also known as a subject. An Arts undergraduate unit typically runs for a single semester and is worth six credit points. 

Unit Code Prefix

This is how you find the units available in the handbook. At Monash University, unit codes are made up of a three-letter prefix followed by four numbers. The three-letter prefix identifies the discipline, and the first of these four numbers refers to the year level of a unit. For example, INT1020 Contemporary Worlds 2 is a first-year International Studies unit, and HSY2645 Arthur: History and Myth is a second-year History unit. 

You should note that some disciplines do not have an individual prefix allocated. To find out which units you need to take for disciplines without individual unit codes, please refer to the Areas of Study section of the handbook: http://www.monash.edu.au/pubs/handbooks/undergrad/arts-ug-areas-of-study.html

School/Centre

A School is a grouping of a number of related disciplines. For example the disciplines of Philosophy and Bioethics are grouped together to form the School of Philosophy and Bioethics. There are eight academic schools in the Faculty of Arts.  Some schools incorporate Centres which have evolved as dynamic sites for the growth of interdisciplinary knowledge. Core Unit

A core unit is a unit compulsory for the successful completion of many courses and majors offered by the Faculty of Arts. To ensure you meet the requirements of your degree you should check your course map and the Areas of Study for any core units.

MUTTS
The Monash University Timetable System (MUTTS) is used to publish information for staff and students on the web. You will only be able to access MUTTS after you have generated your username and password. Visit MUTTS online at: http://mutts.monash.edu.au/MUTTS/
In the 2009 Timetable, click on the ‘View by Unit’ option and after entering in the unit codes; you will get timetable information for those units. You do not need to be enrolled in units to use this feature. The ‘View my Timetable’ option will show you the timetable for enrolled units with teaching actives scheduled. However, it does not show your allocated class times. For allocated class times you will need to login to Allocate+. 

Allocate+

Allocate+ is an online allocation system that enables you to enter preferences online for activities (e.g. lectures, tutorials, labs, workshops etc) based on your enrolled units. Allocate+ enables you to view your current enrolment details and the activities available for each enrolled unit.  The Allocate+ system typically operates in a three period cycle: Preference Entry Mode; Allocation Adjustment Mode; and View Only Mode. Web Enrolment System

The Web Enrolment System (WES) allows you to complete a number of your course administrative tasks online. You can enrol and discontinue units. WES can be accessed through your ‘my Monash portal’: https://my.monash.edu.au/wes/
