Enhancement Studies

I completed two enhancement studies units: what now?

There are three enrolment options:

1) Enrol in three first-year level units per semester (highly recommended)
Choosing this option will mean that you take a lighter load in your first year of study.  

The advantage of this option is that you have a lighter load while you are adjusting to your first year of study. This allows you to spend more time on your studies as well as get involved with other aspects of university life.

You will still be able to complete your course in the minimum number of years (3 for single degrees) and you are still considered a full-time student if you study at least 18 points per semester for the purposes of Austudy or Youth Allowance.

2) Enrol in four first-year level units per semester*

There may be so many disciplines that you are interested in that you want to do the maximum ten first-year units in your course (60 points).  

*this option is not generally available to students enrolled in the Bachelor of Music or Bachelor of Arts (Languages) degrees.

3) Enrol in three first-year level units and one second-year level unit (in the discipline of your enhancement studies) per semester

You can only progress to second-year level units after you have completed the appropriate first-year level sequence.  

Normally we do not encourage this option as there is a significant difference in the learning expectations and environment between first-year level units and second-year level units.  While you may have the discipline specific pre-requisites you may find the learning environment of second-year level studies unnecessarily challenging for your first year of study.

The only exception to this is if your enhancement studies were done in a language discipline.

IMPORTANT

If your enhancement studies credit is not processed prior to pre-enrolment you may not be able to enrol in any second year units via the WES.  If so, enrol in your first-year level units and we will assist you with enrolling in any second-year level units.

I completed one enhancement studies unit: what now?

There are three enrolment options:

1) Enrol in three first-year level units in one semester and four first-year level units in the other.

Choosing this option will mean that you take a lighter load in your first semester of study.  

The advantage of this option is that you have a lighter load while you are adjusting to your first year of study. This allows you to spend more time on your studies as well as get involved in other aspects of university life.
You will still be able to complete your course in the minimum number of years (3 for single degrees) and you are still considered a full-time student if you study at least 18 points per semester for the purposes of Austudy or Youth Allowance.

2) Enrol in four first-year level units per semester*

Choosing this option will mean you will complete 54 points of first-year level units.  

There may be so many disciplines that you are interested in that you want the opportunity to try as many as possible (course structure permitting).  

*this option is not available to students enrolled in the Bachelor of Music degree.

3) Enrol in four first-year level units in first semester and three first-year level units and one second-year level unit (in the discipline of your enhancement studies) in second semester.

You can only progress to second-year level units after you have completed the appropriate first-year level sequence.  This option is only possible if you complete the necessary first-year level sequence of your enhancement discipline in first semester.  For some disciplines this may not be possible (e.g. languages).

Normally we do not encourage this option as there is a significant difference in the learning expectations and styles between first-year level units and second-year level units.  While you may have the discipline specific pre-requisites you may find the learning environment of second-year level studies unnecessarily challenging for your first year of study.

IMPORTANT

If your enhancement studies credit is not processed prior to pre-enrolment you may not be able to enrol in any second year units via the WES.  If so, enrol in your first-year level units and we will assist you with enrolling in any second-year level units.
What you enrol in via the WES can be changed!

Your choices on the WES are reversible.

The WES remains open until the end of the second week of each semester to enable you to amend your enrolment twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.
