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I’m applying for Credit - what do I do now?

Credit information 

Previous Tertiary Level Studies
If you are eligible for credit (also called advanced standing) on the basis of previous tertiary studies (e.g. enhancement studies or studies completed at another university or TAFE) your credit will be assessed by a course adviser prior to enrolment day via the information provided in your VTAC application (or information provided directly to the Faculty for Direct Entry students).

Units completed at other Australian tertiary institutions will normally be given credit (either general or specific), but there are limits. Usually, if you have successfully completed a full year's study of first-year level units in one or more disciplines at another university, you will be eligible to enrol in second-year level units in those disciplines. 

How to enrol if you have been awarded credit? 

You will enrol on-line prior to enrolment day just like everyone else.  The only difference is that that you will enrol in units based on the maximum amount of credit you think you will be awarded.
On pre-enrolment day students that have been pre-assessed for credit will be given the exact details on what they have been awarded and be able to speak with an experienced course adviser. The course adviser will assist you in amending your units based upon the credit you have been awarded if this is necessary. 

IMPORTANT: you may not be able to enrol in some second-year level units on the WES as the necessary pre-requisites may not be in the system yet.  If so, enrol in your first-year level units and we will assist you with enrolling in any second-year level units.

If you need to discuss the credit you have been awarded in greater detail, or if you wish to amend the credit you have been awarded, you will be able to make an appointment to speak with a course adviser in the week following Round One enrolments.

Depending on how much previous study you have done, and with what institution, you may be eligible to commence studies at a later year level, or at a combination of first and later year levels. See over for more details.
TAFE studies

Credit for TAFE courses is awarded a little differently to credit for studies completed at other Universities.  TAFE studies completed at a Certificate IV level or above are awarded as non-specific credit – i.e. they are not awarded as being equal to specific units but as total points at a relevant year level.  In general:

· If you have completed one full year of a course you are eligible for 24 points of first-year level credit

· If you have completed a two-year course you are eligible for 24 points of first-year level and 24 points of second-year level credit.

There are some exceptions to this, and we will help you with this on pre-enrolment day.

I’m applying for Credit - what do I do now? (Continued)
There are a couple of questions you need to ask yourself, including are you going to be studying full-time or part-time?  Once you know how many units you want to study this year you need to choose your units as follows based on whether you completed a full year, or less at another institution.
1)  I completed a full first-year at another institution:
If you studied a full year then assume each unit is worth the same value as Monash Arts units and choose what units you would want to take if:

a) You were granted all of your credit: what second-year level (or higher) units would you want to take?  

b) You were only granted some of your credit: what first and second year level units would you like to take?

2) I completed only part of a first-year at another institution:
If you studied only part of a year then assume each unit is worth the same value as Monash Arts units and choose what units you would want to take if:

a) If you were granted all of your credit: what new first-year level units would you like to take and what second-year level units in the disciplines you have already completed at the other institution would you want to take?  

b) If you were only granted some of your credit: what first and second year level units would you like to take?
You then need to go on-line and enrol in the units for option a) – keeping in mind that if needed we will help you amend your enrolment if option b) occurs.

How do I apply for or amend credit after enrolment has finished?

To be granted credit you have not been pre-assessed for, or to make changes later in your course, you will need to lodge a credit application to the Faculty of Arts office on your home campus.  A course adviser will assess your application for credit.  
You will need to complete an Advanced Standing Application form and bring this to the appointment.

What you enrol in via the WES can be changed!

Your choices on the WES are reversible.

The WES remains open until the end of the second week of each semester to enable you to amend your enrolment twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.
