Qualifications for Acceptance into the Workshop:

Applicants should have a solid grasp of intermediate Japanese (levels 7-8 at Monash University or their equivalent) and an ability to write in English

Credit Arrangements:

Students at Monash or elsewhere who wish to receive credit for units in the Japanese language or studies will need to enrol in Japanese 9 (Japanese Popular Culture) (for 6 points) and in JPL3000 (Adjunct Unit in Advanced Japanese in Semester 1, 2006, in the Japanese program at Monash.   Credit of up to 6 points will be awarded for the unit JPL3000 Adjunct Unit in Advanced Japanese for the work done in this five-day workshop.  To receive such credit students will need to complete the optional assessments which will be given out on the first day of the workshop.  Students not from Monash may be able on a cross-institutional basis to participate in this arrangement, but will need to obtain PRIOR written approval from the person in charge of the Japanese (or other relevant) program at their home institution.  All students wanting to received credit for participating in the seminar are required to contact Associate Professor Alison Tokita BEFORE the workshop begins (email alison.tokita@arts.monash.edu.au).

Application Procedures:
