Kushana and Licchavi A glimpse of the early sculpture of the Kathmandu Valley 

Dr Angelo Andrea Di Castro 

This lecture will explore the development of the early Nepalese art styles - Kushana and Licchavi.  Between the 2nd & 5th Centuries, the Kathmandu Valley language, script, art styles, political and religious institutions were strongly influenced by Kushan India and were mainly derived from the great cultural centres of the Gangetic plain.  However, the recent discovery of a dated monument, made by King Jayavarma in the year 207 of the Saka Era has stimulated various debates and called for a general reassessment of the early Nepalese sculptural art style.

We will also see how, after these beginnings, this local style achieved an original identity - the Licchavi character of the Kathmandu Valley.
