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Abstract:  March 10 1959 The Fourteenth Dalai Lama of Tibet fled his country to live in India. Many of his of his people followed him. Within a short time Tibetan leaders established a government in exile.One of its first tasks was to organise a system of education for the children who had crossed the Himalayan mountains with their parents. Many of the children were sick; care centres and clinics were established to provide survellience and relief for the young Tibetans.

The thesis explores the various influences which have developed school perform- 1959-2000. It researches how the young Tibetan students consider their obligations as scholar, to school , family,and community; it attempts to critique the relationship between the realities of exile and the development of Tibetan subjectivity in the context of life in India and the influences of globalisation.
