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Terrorism Research Centre, and as Deputy-Chair of
the World Conference of Religions for Peace (Australia).
Chair Activities also included invited lectures and
consultancies with the Anglican Diocese of Perth,

The Salvation Army, Edith Cowan University, ACPACS
Queensland University, Griffith University, Western
Sydney University, Women’s College University of
Sydney, among others.

Professor Gary Bouma was appointed the Chairman of
the Board of the Parliament of the World’s Religion 2009
Melbourne. This event is expected to attract over 10,000
attendees from around the world, to generate $75M in
business for the state of Victoria and has attracted
$4.5M in seed funding from the Commonwealth, State
and City governments. It will provide an excellent
platform for promoting and pursuing Chair activities.

Academic networks are being developed with colleagues
in New Zealand, through the Monash Asia Institute with
colleagues through out the Asia Pacific, through
universities in Malaysia, Indonesia and beyond. Links are
also being forged with other UNESCO chairs in Australia
in order to strengthen their impact and where relevant
coordinate activities and draw on each others strengths.

Book launches

Monash researcher gives gritty account of
Australia’s first supermax prison

Imprisoning Resistance: Life and Death in an Australian
Supermax is published by the Institute of Criminology Press.

Criminology lecturer Dr Bree Carlton uncovered the
compelling story behind the closure of Victoria’s most
controversial prison block. She compiled events leading
up to the riots, fires and ultimate deaths in one of
Australia’s first and most notorious high security units —
Jika Jika — at Pentridge Prison more than 20 years ago.

In her book, Imprisoning Resistance: Life and Death

in an Australian Supermax, Bree draws from official
investigation transcripts. She also examines accounts
from prisoners inside Jika Jika at the time revealing a
detailed picture of the events that lead up to the fire and
deaths of five prisoners.

Imprisoning Resistance is a rare window into the closed
world of Jika Jika experienced by prisoners and staff.

Criminology Associate Professor Jude McCulloch, also
from the School of Political and Social Inquiriy, said there
were many timely lessons to be learned from Imprisoning
Resistance.

“ ... Meticulous research combined with a keen grasp
of narrative gives an intimate and moving account of the
human costs of sensory deprivation and isolation as the
dynamics of power and resistance spiral inexorably
towards a protest fire that killed five men,” Associate
Professor McCulloch said.

“The struggle for truth and justice contained within
provides insight into the official tactics that seek to
rationalise inhumane and brutalizing conditions as
reasonable and necessary.

“Although Jika Jika was officially declared a ‘human zoo’
and closed twenty years ago, the lessons to be learned
from its history remain acutely important today.”
Imprisoning Resistance: Life and Death in an Australian
Supermax was launched on 21 November at Readings
Bookstore, Port Melbourne and is published by the
Institute of Criminology Press.

Since the events of 11 September 2001, western Muslim
communities have been placed under a social and
political microscope. Omar Bakri Muhammad and his
organisation al-Muhajiroun, based in London from the
mid-1990s until 2004, endorsed militant jihad and
generated a very public profile as the voice of ‘Islamism’
in the United Kingdom. Al-Muhajiroun’s tenure in the
United Kingdom spanned a crucial decade in
international relations and the organisation acted as a
lightening rod for the debates surrounding Islamism in
the West.

“British Muslims and the call to global jihad grew out of
the research for my PhD which | completed at Monash in
2007, Ms Baxter said.

“The research for this book spanned turbulent years in
British history, a reality which both complicated and
enhanced the book.”

Drawing on interviews with Bakri, the book explores the
ways in which al-Muhajiroun attempted, and ultimately
failed, to reconcile Islamism and life in a Western state.

This concise and comprehensive study offers a balanced
understanding of the debated issue of democracy and
Islam in post-September 11 interreligious, intercultural
and international relations.

Whether Islam can give rise to human rights and
democracy is a deep concern for Western politicians and
policy makers. Those who raise it fear that the hard-worn
human rights enjoyed by many citizens of Western
democracies will be lost if Muslims are integrated into
their societies. It is also easy for the concern about
Islam’s capacity and inclination for human rights and
democratic values to be characterized as a ‘clash of
civilisations’. Thus, the issue of Islam and democracy is
part of a global or larger contestation affecting nation
states and political and religious strips.

Based on Islam’s authoritative sources, this book speaks
about this global ferment by demonstrating that the
political agendas promoting democracy and human
values can be grounded in the Qur'an and the life of the
Prophet. By exposing Islamic politics of human rights
and democracy grounded in the Qur’an, it demonstrates
Islam’s compatibility with liberal democracy and its
values in the realm of government and law, with special
focus on what is already established concerning the
political and sociological propensities upon which the
demoncratic attitude towards the self — and the attitude
towards the other — are based and regarding the assets
upon which the democratic system in any society
depends.

Everyone belongs to a family and many of us have
strong opinions about what families should be like.

An authoritative, definitive demographic history of the
New Zealand family since 1840, this book is not merely
a collection of statistics but interprets the changing story
of the family and its makeup, its members and its impact
at a time when opinions on this ancient institution range
from nostalgia to shock to puzzlement. Using detailed
and groundbreaking research spanning 165 years, the
authors chart the move from the large family of the

nineteenth century to the post-war Baby Boom, Bust,
Blip and Deficit, the recent increase in family diversity
and the modern trend towards unsustainably small
families.

Stressing the Modern: Curltural Politics in Australian
Women’s Poetry is the first major study of women’s
poetic careers in early twentieth-century Australia. This
was a particularly prolific period for women poets as a
rapidly changing social climate generated new, often still
ambivalent, identities around gender, race, class and
nation. Negotiating the ‘modern’ landscape and the
‘modern’ psyche through the complex effects of
Federation, the suffrage movement, World War |,
increasing industrialisation and urbanisation, and
advances in technology necessitated innovations in
poetic form and a rethinking of authorship. This exciting
study examines the increasing visibility and popularity of
women as poets, their shaping of literary tastes through
editing and criticism, their cross-influence and
friendships, and the resulting backlash within Australian
literary circles. Furthermore, it traces how these writers
mediated their experiences of travel, expatriation, and
transnationalism against the desire to produce a
literature of difference, that is, poetry that was regionally
or culturally distinct.

It
demonstrates the significance of poetry as both a
popular and a radical site for articulating ‘modern’ lives
and their concerns.

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Structure of Kurdish Society and the Struggle
for a Kurdish State

Despite over 150 years of armed struggle, why have the
Kurds been unsuccessful in forming their own nation-
state? This book argues that Kurdish society has
traditionally been divided along tribal lines. Tribal loyalty
has transcended loyalty to the Kurdish nation. After
World War Il, Kurdish political parties were formed,
however, Kurdish intellectuals did not have the power to
mobilize Kurdish masses. Kurdish political movements
were forced to incorporate Kurdish tribal leaders, and
with them tribal structure and values were integrated into
politics. The Kurdish political parties that replaced
Kurdish tribes in leading Kurdish revolts after World War
Il engaged in fratricidal fighting against each other — as
their tribal ancestors had done — thereby weakening
themselves in the process. The leaders of Kurdish
political parties have followed the path of their tribal
ancestors, thus preventing the development of Kurdish
nationalism.

Examining the major Kurdish revolts, this book analyses
the internal factors that led to their defeat, as well as
arguing that reliance by Kurdish leaderships on foreign
powers has had disastrous consequences at crucial
points in Kurdish history.

This book looks at political developments in Iranian, Iraqi
and Turkey’s Kudistan, showing how many opportunities
for Kurdish statehood were squandered due to Kurdish
political weakness. It analyses the relations between the
major Kurdish political parties in different parts of
Kurdistan and compares their treatment of each other
with that of Kurdish tribes. It discusses the impact of the
United States invasion of Iraq upon Kurdish mass
nationalism and inability of the KDP and PUK to form a
transparent system that promotes democratic principles
above tribal values.

Monash community farewells
Professor Gary Bouma

On 14 December at the Monash Club, Deputy Vice-
Chancellor Professor Edwina Cornish hosted an event,
attended by Vice-Chancellor Professor Richard Larkins
and other members of the Monash community, to
farewell Professor Gary Bouma on his retirement and pay
tribute to his illustrious career as one of the University’s
leading contributors.

Professor Bouma, a Professor of Sociology within

the Arts Faculty’s School of Political and Social Inquiry,
has made an outstanding and sustained contribution to
research at Monash and the wider community over the
past 28 years.

Notably, in 2005 Professor Bouma was appointed as

the United Nations Scientific and Cultural Organisation
(UNESCO) chair in Interreligious and Intercultural Relations
— Asia Pacific, a role that facilitated the academic study of
intercultural and inter-religious relations in the Asia Pacific
region with a view to influencing social policy.

In a statement before the farewell celebration Professor
Cornish paid tribute to Professor Bouma’s lengthy,
ongoing and major contribution to so many areas of the
University.

“On behalf of the Monash University community | wish to
thank Gary for the tremendous contribution he has made
to the University during his time with us,” Professor
Cornish said. “Gary has been a strong leader within
Monash and has made an outstanding contribution to
the University and wider society in general over a long
period of time.

“Such pivotal leadership roles included his time as
Associate Dean between 2000 and 2002, Acting Deputy
Vice-Chancellor (Research) from 2002 and 2004, and for
the past 21 years as the Chair of the University’s
Standing Committee on Ethics in Research involving
Humans.”

During his career, Professor Bouma has won numerous
awards including the Australian Intercultural Society’s
(AIS) Peace Award for Inter-faith Relations, and wrote
and contributed to numerous publications in the areas
of sociology, religion and research.

“Gary’s career is a testament to the quality and impact
of research that exists at Monash University,” Professor
Cornish said. “It will be difficult to farewell such an active
Monash personality. We congratulate him for his major
contribution to so many areas of the University and
general community and wish him all the very best in his
retirement.

Professor Gary Bouma is due to retire at the end of this year.
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The School of Political and Social Inquiry, Faculty of
Arts, Monash University is one of the largest humanities/
social science schools in Australia. The School comprises
the disciplines of Anthropology, Behavioural Studies,
Criminology, Politics and Sociology as well as the Centre
for Women'’s Studies and Gender Research, the Centre
for Population and Urban Research, the Global Terrorism
Research Centre and the Centre for Muslim Minorities and
Islam Policy Studies.
